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General Safety Rules
GENERAL SAFETY RULES - FOR ALL BATTERY OPERATED TOOLS

1. & WARNING! READ AND UNDERSTAND ALL INSTRUCTIONS.
Failure to follow all instructions listed below may result in electric shock, fire and/or serious personal injury.

2. WORK AREA

2.1 Keep your work area clean and well lit. Cluttered benches and dark areas invite accidents.

2.2 Do not operate power tools in explosive atmospheres, such as in the presence of flammable liquids, gases, or
dust. Power tools create sparks which may ignite the dust or fumes.

2.3 Keep bystanders, children, and visitors away while operating a power tool. Distractions can cause you to lose
control.

3. ELECTRICAL SAFETY

3.1 Do not abuse the cord. Never use the cord to carry the tool. Keep cord away from heat, oil, sharp edges, or

moving parts. Replace damaged cords immediately. Damaged cords may create a fire. (Applies only to tools
with a separable battery pack, meaning the battery pack is in a separate enclosure from the tool and
connected to the tool by a cord.)

4.5 Remove any adjusting keys or wrenches before turning the tool on. A wrench or a key left attached to a
rotating part of the tool may result in personal injury.

4.6 Do not overreach. Keep proper footing and balance at all times. Proper footing and balance enable better
control of the tool in unexpected situations.

MATERIAL

Before using any material, be sure to read, understand, and follow the instructions of the manufacturer of that
material. Read the SDS (Safety Data Sheet) supplied by the manufacturer of the material and all writing on the
material and the container thoroughly. Material may not dispense properly if it is not at the proper
temperature. Material may pose a health hazard without adequate ventilation.

DANGER! Do not use to dispense any flammable or explosive material, any material that contains petroleum
distillate(s), or any material that cannot be used safely near sparks or near electric motors. Do not use

this tool, or any other power tool, if any phrases such as “Flammable”, “Explosive”, “Keep away from heat,
spark, and flame”, “Keep away from heat, spark, open flames and any ignition source”, “Petroleum Distillate”,
“Distillates (Petroleum)”, “Disconnect electric motors”, etc., appear.

Do not operate without pistons attached. This will damage the cartridge and may be dangerous.

Use only with batteries of rated voltage and same type. Higher voltages may create an electrical hazard. Other
battery types may fall from tool, creating a risk of personal injury.

Operation

1. Remove and install battery pack
To remove battery, squeeze both release buttons and slide the battery forward. To insert battery, slide battery
fully onto the base of the handle.

2. Rack Movement
As shown in figure 3 below, once the clutch lever is opened the racks are free to move and the tool will not be
able to dispense. The racks can also be manually moved forward with the clutch lever closed.

3. Install Cartridge
To install a cartridge, simply flip the clutch lever open and pull the racks completely back. Place cartridge
in cartridge retainer. Flip clutch lever closed and firmly push rack handle forward to until the pistons engage
the cartridge. (The handle can be pushed forward with the clutch lever still open, but with it closed the racks
will be held forward.)

WARNING! Keep all body parts and foreign objects outside of cartridge holder at all times. Fingers can be
injured if caught between piston and cartridge holder.

4. Starting and Stopping
Once the cartridge has been loaded simply press the power trigger to begin dispensing.

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5. Speed and Dose Control
Speed and Dose can both be adjusted with the corresponding dials on the side of the tool. Both dials have an
“off” position when spun all of the way to right. For the dose this disables the dose function and allows the
tool to run indefinitely while trigger is pulled. When the speed dial is in the “off” position the tool is completely
disabled and will not run.

Note: To minimize the chance of damage to the cartridge, the dispenser automatically adjusts its output force.
You may experience a variation in motor speed associated with this function. If damage or blow-by occur,
adjust the speed control to a lower setting.
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Maintenance

& WARNING! To reduce risk of injury, always unplug the charger and remove the battery from the charger or the
tool before performing any maintenance. Never disassemble the tool battery or charger. Contact a Quadex
Division Service facility for all repairs. The battery must be removed from the tool before disposal. All
batteries shall be disposed of safely in accordance with local laws and regulations.

1. Always unplug charger before cleaning and when it is not in use.

2. Frequent maintenance can prolong the life and safety of the tool. Every year or as necessary (depending on
usage of tool), return it to a service center shown in the service center section of this manual for:
¢ Electrical and mechanical inspection
e Cleaning and lubrication
» Testing to ensure that the electrical and mechanical systems are in proper operation.

3. If the Quadex OneGun® is not running at full capacity, check to be sure that the battery is fully charged and
that the contacts on the battery and tool are both clean. If they require maintenance, use caution and clean
with an eraser. If your tool is still not operating properly, return all parts including tool, battery and charger to
a service center shown in the Service Center section of this manual for repair. Service or maintenance
performed by unqualified personnel could result in injury or damage.

4., Keep handles clean, dry and free of oil or grease. Clean with mild soap and damp cloth. Do not use solvents or
cleaning agents that can damage tool.

5. Follow cleaning and maintenance instructions in battery and charger manual.

6. Apply light coating of light machine oil to lubricate Racks as needed.

7. For internal lubrication and for all other maintenance/repairs, except external cleaning and battery recharging,
return to a qualified Quadex service center, distributor, or manufacturer.

8. Recycle used batteries. Comply with all disposal regulations and laws.
