► Installation Precautions
Mounting surface should be smooth and flat.

Mount dryer at least 24 inches (610 mm) away from basins and at
least 20 inches (508 mm) away from corners.

Mount multiple hand dryers a minimum separation distance of 20
inches (508 mm) (measured center to center).

Avoid installing hand dryers in narrow hallways and behind swinging
doors.

► OPERATION
When the Infrared Sensor detects hands beneath the exhaust port,
it activates the XLerator® Hand Dryer. Water droplets are first blown
from hands with a strong controlled air blast. Residual moisture is
then evaporated with a warm stream of air up to 135° F/57° C.

After hands are withdrawn from the Sensor’s detection zone, or
after a maximum of thirty-five (35) seconds of continuous operation,
the Hand Dryer automatically stops. It is then ready for the next user.
